Visa Requirements

All exchange students are required to purchase both overseas Accidental
Insurance & overseas Medical Insurance. Each kind of insurance shall
worth a minimum of NT$1,000,000 (approx. US$35,000*) valid for the entire
exchange period.

From the 7th month of the stay, students are required to join National Health
Insurance (NHI) of Taiwan according to the laws.
